Dental Program

Proper dental care is extremely important for the overall health of your pet. Various experts
state that 85-95% of all pets over 3 years of age have significant dental and periodontal
disease. Unless prevented or treated, these diseases will decrease the quality and duration
of your petis life :

= Abscesses and gum infection are painful!

Foul breath and mouth odor makes your pet less pleasant to be around.

Oral infections constantly pump bacteria into the bloodstream and may cause:

a Endocarditis (heart valve infection) a Bladder infection a Chronic disease
a Kidney infection a Respiratory infection

At Arroyo Veterinary Hospital, weire committed to the wellness of your pet and we want you to
have all the information necessary to make an informed choice concerning the care of your
pet.

Although dental cleaning is a common and highly recommended procedure, there can be
significant differences in what is actually being provided in this service from one clinic to
another - both before, during and after the procedure. Our Dental Program is based on
adherence to a high medical standard of medicine we have chosen to practice. Please review
this information carefully and ask us any questions you may have so that you are comfortable
with the procedure and the cost before we proceed.

The following items are included
in the dental program:

= Pre-op Physical Exam
Pre-op blood panel

Pre-op pain medication
Intravenous catheter
Intravenous fluids
Anesthesia

The following items are additional and
the cost will vary depending on what is
needed:

= Extractions
= Post-op pain medication
= Dental X-rays

Take home antibiotics

Dental sealant

Please ask for an estimate specific

to your cat based on an oral exam
and weight. Your cat's estimate will
vary depending on weight, the degree
of dental disease present and the
results of the pre-op blood test we

require.

PRE-OPERATIVE PHYSICAL EXAM: This is required prior to any procedure involving anesthesia to
insure that your cat is physically able to handle the stress of anesthesia and surgery.

PRE-OPERATIVE BLOOD PANEL: These tests are used to identify any patient that might be
at risk, before the anesthetic is initiated. The pre-surgical blood tests may be run the day of
surgery, to evaluate the status of your petis major organs. Depending on the results, we may
adjust the dose or type of anesthetic used or advise delaying the procedure to start
appropriate treatment.
